MHT 120: Addiction and Forensic Psychology

This course includes the study of the psychological, social, and physical factors that affect human behavior across the lifespan. This course
provides insight into the incidence of addiction in America by exploring societal norms, regulation, and misconceptions. Using scientific inquiry,
students will learn why people abuse substances; both illicit and prescribed. Forensic matters are discussed including policies for regulation of
legal substances and enforcement of laws related to the use of illicit substances. The socioeconomic impact of addiction will also be covered.
Ethical practice and professional conduct are also discussed in this course.
